Saipem employees covered by this operation.   
 
This operation would constitute a new step in Eiffage international redeployment on 
specialist activities. It would also permit to realise synergies on major and complex 
projects.  
 
This transaction is subject to the customary legal, regulatory and financial approvals and 
is being reviewed by the mandatory social bodies. It should be finalised by the end of
