Eiffage has entered into exclusive negotiations with the Migné group’s holding company 
for the acquisition of its quarries and contracting activities in Vendée and Deux-Sèvres 
departments. The Migné group has 220 employees and achieved revenues of nearly 
€40 million in 2017. Its quarries operations produced 2,200,000 tonnes of aggregates in 
2017.  
 
This acquisition will enable Eiffage Route to strengthen its operating network in West 
France. 
 
This transaction will require the usual legal and regulatory approvals and is the subject of 
the necessary consultations with employee representatives. The acquisition is expected 
to be finalised on 30 September 2018. At that point, Eiffage will own 49% of the Migné 
group’s quarries and will complete the full control at a subsequent stage.
